The adjustment dial 
 

o The adjustment dial (G) should only b e turned clockwise 
(towards the book symbol) if you want to use the auto menu 
function. 

 
o For all other purposes and settings, the adjustment dial (G) 

should be turned anti-clockwise (towards the clock symbol). 
 
Setting the clock 
 

o When your appliance is connected to the power supply for the 
first time, the LED display (A) will show 0:00 and an audible 
signal will sound once. 

 
o Press the clock/kitchen timer button (D) t wice  to enter the
 clock setting mode. 

 
o Use the adjustment dial (G) to adjust the hour time. You can 

adjust the hour time between 0 – 23 in 24 hour clock mode. 
 

o Press the  button (D) to confirm the hour 
time. The minute digits will flash. 

 
o Turn the adjustment dial (G) to adjust the minute time. 

 
o Press the  button (D) to confirm the minute 

time. The “:” symbol will flash and the time of day will light on 
the LED display (A). 

 
o If during the clock setting process the stop/clear button (E) is 

pressed, the microwave will return to the previous step. 
 
Before first use 
 

o To remove any residue from the oven that may have been left 
from the manufacturing process, you should place a cup that is 
half filled with water in the microwave. 

 
o Set the microwave on its highest power level for 2 minutes. 

 
o The oven cavity and outside of the appliance should be cleaned 

with warm soapy water, using either a sponge or soft cloth. No 
abrasive cleaners should be used. The appliance should be 
thoroughly dried afterwards.

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Microwave cooking 
 

o Once the clock has been set, your microwave is then ready to 
use. 

 
o Use the door button (I) to open the door of the microwave. 

 
o Check that the turntable shaft, turntable ring assembly and glass 

tray are correctly assembled in the cavity. 
 

o Place whatever you are cooking in the centre of the microwave 
cavity and then close the microwave door. IMPORTANT: You 
should make sure that the door of the microwave is shut 
securely. 

 
o Press the microwave button (B) once and the LED display (A) 

will show “P100”, indicating that the appliance will cook at its 
highest power level. 

 
o To adjust the power level, turn the adjustment dial (G) or keep 

pressing the microwave button (B). “P100”, “P80”, “P50”, “P30” 
or “P10” will appear on the LED display 

 
o Once the power level that you require appears on the LED 

display (A), press the confirm button (H). 
 

o Turn the adjustment dial (G) to set the cooking time that you 
require. The maximum cooking time that you can set is 95 
minutes. 

 
o Press the start button (H) and your microwave will start to heat.  

 
o If you have set the incorrect power level or time, press the 

stop/clear button (E) and the LED display (A) will return to 
showing the time of day. 

 
o At the end of the cooking time, your microwave will give an 

audible signal and the LED display (A) will return to showing the 
time of day.

o If you want to cook on the highest power level setting for a 
period of time, then you can use the +30 second button (H). 

 
o Press the +30 second button (H) once and your microwave will 

operate on full power for 30 seconds. 
 

o Each time you press the +30 second button (H) the cooking 
time will increase by 30 seconds. 

 
o If a microwave, grill or combination cooking program is in 

process, pressing the +30 second button will extend the cooking 
time by 30 seconds. 

 
o IMPORANT: You cannot use the quick start feature in defrost 

and auto menu modes or if you have set multiple cooking 
phases. 

 
o Alternatively you can just turn the adjustment dial (G) a nd 

select the cooking time, then press the start button (H). The 
microwave will cook on the highest power level setting for the 
period of time that you have set.

o Press the grill button (C) once and the LED display (A) will show 

“G”. 
  

o Once “G” appears on the LED display (A), press the confirm 
button (H). 

 

o Turn the adjustment dial (G) to set the cooking time that you 
require. The maximum cooking time that you can set is 95 
minutes. 

 
o Press the start button (H) and your microwave will start to grill.  

 
o If you have set the incorrect power level or time, press the 

stop/clear button (E) and the LED display (A) will return to 
showing the time of day. 

 
o Halfway through the cooking time, an audible signal will sound. 

To achieve even grilling results, you should open the door of the 
microwave and turn the food over. 

 
o After closing the door, you should press the start button (H) and 

the microwave will continue to grill. 
 
o At the end of the cooking time, your microwave will give an 

audible signal and the LED display (A) will return to showing the 
time of day. 

 
o Use the door button (I) to open the door of the microwave. 

 
o IMPORTANT: The inside of the microwave and the food that 

you have been cooking may be extremely hot. So care should be 
taken when removing items from the microwave. We would 
recommend that you use an oven glove. 

 
o After the food has been removed from the microwave, you 

should make sure that the door is closed. 
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Combination cooking 
 

o Press the combination button (C) once and the LED display (A) 
will show “G”. 

 
o Turn the adjustment dial (G) or keep pressing the combination 

button (C) until “C-1”, or “C-2” appears on the LED display
 (see the table below to see the various combination 
cooking modes that can be selected). 

 
o Once the combination mode that you require appears on the LED 

display (A), press the confirm button (H). 
 

o Turn the adjustment dial (G) to set the cooking time that you 
require. The maximum cooking time that you can set is 95 
minutes. 

 
o Press the start button (H) and your microwave will start to cook. 

 
o If you have set the incorrect combination mode or time, press 

the stop/clear button (E) and the LED display (A) will return to 
showing the time of day.

Interrupting a cooking cycle 
 

o If you wish to temporarily interrupt a cooking cycle when it is in 
progress (for example to stir what you are heating), you should 
press the door button (I). 

 
o The door of the microwave will open and it will stop heating 

immediately. 
 

o To restart the cooking cycle, close the microwave door and then 
press the start button (H). 

 

Cancelling a cooking cycle 
 

o If you wish to cancel a cooking cycle when it is in progress, you 
should press the stop/clear button (E). 

 
o The microwave will stop heating immediately, give an audible 

signal and the LED display (A) will return to showing the time of 
day. 

 
o Use the door button (I) to open the door of the microwave. 

 
o IMPORTANT: The inside of the microwave and the food that 

you have been cooking may be extremely hot. So care should be 
taken when removing items from the microwave. 

 
o After the food has been removed from the microwave, you 

should make sure that the door is closed. 
 

Enquiry mode 
 

o Whilst the microwave is in use, the LED display (A) will 
countdown the cooking time that you have set. 

 
o To check the power level that the microwave is cooking at, press 

the microwave  button (B) and the power level will 
appear on the LED display (A) for a few seconds. 

 
o To check the time of day, press the kitchen timer/clock button 

(D) and the time of day will flash on the LED display (A) for a 
few seconds. 
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Defrost by weight 
 

o Press the defrost by weight/time button (F) once and the LED 
display (A) will show “dEF1”. 

 
o Turn the adjustment dial (G) to select the weight of the food 

that you want to defrost. The letter “g” will appear on the LED 
display (A) to indicate grams. 

 
o The microwave will automatically calculate the defrost time, 

based on the weight that you have selected. 
 

o Press the start button (H) and your microwave will start to 
defrost the food. 

 

 
 

Defrost by time 
 

o Press the defrost by weight/time button (F) twice and the LED 
display (A) will show “dEF2”. 

 
o Turn the adjustment dial (G) to set the defrost time that you 

require. 
 

o Press the start button (H) and your microwave will start to 
defrost the food. 

 
Setting multiple cooking phases 
 

o It is possible to set the microwave to cook at different power 
levels within a single cooking time. A maximum number of 2 
cooking phases can be set at once. 

 
o Press the microwave button (B) and set the power 

level/cooking mode for the first cooking phase, using the 
adjustment dial (G). 

 
o Once the power level/cooking mode that you require for the first 

phase appears on the LED display (A), press the 
(H). 

 
o Turn the adjustment dial (G) to set the cooking time for the first 

cooking phase. 

start button 
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o Press the microwave button (B) and then follow the 

same procedure for the second cooking phase (if required). 
 

o Press the start button (H) and the microwave will proceed with 
the cooking phases that you have set. 

 
o If you have set the incorrect power level or time, press the 

stop/clear button (E) and the LED display (A) will return to 
showing the time of day. 

 
o At the end of the cooking time, your microwave will give an 

audible signal and the LED display (A) will return to showing the 
time of day. 

 
 

 
 
 

 
 
 

The kitchen timer 
 
The kitchen timer will countdown a set time and a buzzer will sound 
when the required time is reached. The kitchen timer is to be used 
separately from the microwave functions and cannot be used at the 
same time.  
 

o IMPORTANT: You must make sure that the clock is set to the 
correct time before using this feature. 

 
o Press the kitchen timer/clock button (D) t wice and the LED 

display will show “00:00”.  
 

o Use the adjustment dial (G) to set the desired countdown time. 
The maximum programmable time is 95 minutes. 

 
o Press the start/confirm button (H) to set the displayed time. 

During the countdown, the LED display will show the remaining 
time.   

 
o When the countdown is complete, a buzzer will sound five times.   
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Auto menu function 
 

o Your microwave has menus pre-programmed into it, where it will 
cook particular types of food on pre-set power levels and for pre-
set periods of time. 

 
o Turn the adjustment dial (G) clockwise to access the auto menu 

function, the LED display (A) will show “A1”. 
 

o Turn the adjustment dial (G) clockwise to select the food type 
that you want to cook. 

 
o Press the confirm button (H) to confirm the food type. 

 
o Turn the adjustment dial (G) clockwise to select the weight of 

the food that you want to cook. The letter “g” will appear on the 
LED display (A) to indicate grams. 

 
o Press the start button (H) and your microwave will start to heat. 

The gram symbol will go out and the cooking time will start 
counting down on the LED display (A).

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Safety lock 
 

o When the microwave is not heating, it is possible to switch on 
the safety lock. 

 
o Press and hold down the stop/clear button (E) for 3 seconds. 

 
o The microwave will emit a long audible signal and the LED 

display (A) will display a padlock symbol. 
 

o Until the safety lock is switched off, all buttons on the microwave 
will be disabled. 

 
o To switch off the safety lock, press and hold down the stop/clear 

button (E) for 3 seconds. The microwave will emit a long audible 
signal and the padlock symbol will disappear from the LED 
display (A). 

 
Microwave cooking guidelines 
 

o If you are heating liquid in the microwave, then you must also 
place a teaspoon in the container. This will ensure that the liquid 
does not boil suddenly after being removed from the microwave 
cavity. 

 
o This phenomenon is called “delayed boiling”, this means that a 

liquid can be close to boiling point, even if there is no steam 
coming off the liquid or the liquid is not bubbling. If the liquid 
container is even gently shaken, then the liquid can without 
warning boil over or even spurt. This could scald the end user. 

 
o If the food you are cooking has a skin or peel (e.g. sausages, 

tomatoes, potatoes etc), then you should pierce the skin or peel 
with a fork. This will ensure that if steam is created during the 
heating process, it can escape and the food will not burst. 

 
o When heating baby food, the bottle or jar containing the food 

should NEVER have a top or lid on. After cooking, to ensure that 
the food has been heated uniformly, you should stir or shake the 
food. IMPORTANT: You must check the temperature of the food 
before feeding it to a child. 

 
o When heating food in a microwave, it will transmit the heat to 

the container that the food is in or on. You should ALWAYS use 
oven gloves when removing items from the microwave. 

 
o You should make sure that you do not cook food for too long or 

at too high a power level. This could cause certain areas of the 
food to dry out or even ignite. 
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o You should not use ceramic or porcelain crockery, or porous 
earthenware inside of your microwave. These dishes could 
absorb moisture from the food whilst it is cooking, which could 
cause pressure to build up and shatter the dish. 

 
o If you are heating certain foods and any liquid, moisture will 

evaporate and condensation may occur. This does not indicate 
that the appliance is faulty and it can be particularly noticeable if 
the ambient temperature of the room is high. 

 
o IMPORTANT: Any condensation should be wiped up with a soft 

cloth as soon as you have finished using the microwave. 
 

o After the cooking time has completed, you should let the food 
stand for a few minutes. This is called “standing time” and will 
allow the heat generated by the microwave to spread evenly 
throughout the food. 

 
Materials you can use for microwave cooking 
 

Material Remarks 
Aluminium foil To be used for shielding only. Small smooth pieces can 

be used to cover thin parts of meat or poultry to 
prevent overcooking. Arcing can occur if foil is too 
close to the cavity walls. The foil should be at least 2.5 
cm away from the cavity walls. 

Browning dish Follow the manufacturer’s instructions. The bottom of 
the browning dish must be at least 5 mm thick above 
the turntable. Incorrect usage may cause the 
turntable to break. 

Dinnerware Microwave-safe only. Follow the manufacturer’s 
instructions. Do not use cracked or chipped dishes. 

Glass jars Always remove the lid. Use only to heat food until just 
warm. Most glass jars are not heat resistant and may 
break. 

Glassware Heat-resistant oven glassware only. Make sure there is 
no metallic trim. Do not use cracked or chipped 
dishes.

Cleaning and maintenance 
 

 
Cleaning operations must only be carried out 
when the oven is cool. 
 
The appliance should be disconnected from your 
mains supply before commencing any cleaning 
process. 

 
The appliance exterior 
 

o You should wipe over the front of the appliance with a soft cloth 
and warm water mixed with a little washing up liquid. 

 
o DO NOT use abrasive cleaners or sharp objects to clean the 

front surface of the microwave. 
 
The appliance interior 
 

o You should wipe over the inside of the appliance with a soft cloth 
and warm water mixed with a little washing up liquid. 

 
o You should pay particular attention to the door seal and the 

surrounding area. 
 

o DO NOT use abrasive cleaners or sharp objects to clean the 
inside of the microwave. 

 
Turntable and turntable support 
 

o The glass tray and turntable ring assembly should be removed 
from the microwave for cleaning purposes after each use. 

 
o Clean the glass tray and turntable ring assembly in warm water 

mixed with a little washing up liquid. 
 
General cleaning advice 
 

o IMPORTANT: Any condensation should be wiped up with a soft 
cloth as soon as you have finished using the microwave. 

 
o To remove odours from inside of the microwave, you should boil 

one cup of water mixed with several tablespoons of lemon juice 
inside of the cavity.  
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o The microwave should be thoroughly cleaned before it is 
operated for the first time and after each use. This will avoid 
residual food stuffs becoming baked on the oven cavity. After 
residues have been baked on several times, they are far more 
difficult to remove. 

 
o Never clean the oven surfaces by steam cleaning. 

 
o If you use any form of oven cleaner on your appliance, then you 

must check with the manufacturer of the cleaner that it is 
suitable for use on your appliance.

Troubleshooting 
 

o The microwave will not switch on. 
 
* Check that the appliance has been connected to the mains 

supply correctly. 
* Check that the fuse in the moulded plug has not blown. 
* Check that the fuses in your fuse box have not blown. 
* If fuses blow on a regular basis, then we would recommend that 

you consult with a qualified electrician. 
* Check that there has not been a power cut. 

 
o The microwave will not start cooking. 

 
* Check that the door is properly shut. 
* Check that the door seal and surrounding area are clean. 
* Check that you have pressed Quick Start/Start button. 

 
o The turntable is not turning. 
 
* Check that the turntable shaft is connected to the drive motor 

correctly. 
* Check that the ovenware is not larger than the turntable glass. 
* Check that the food you are cooking does not extend beyond the 

turntable glass. 
o Check that there is nothing underneath the turntable that is 

preventing it from turning.
